· Players must meet weight requirement each Sunday to play in that day’s game. 
· Players must be within 10 pounds of weight limit to practice and certify with the league.

· Certification is where a league representative verifies the age and weights of every player.  This is done sometime during the 2nd or 3rd week of practice. 

Paperwork

· Club Registration

Must be filled out at the time of registration.  Can be downloaded from our website.
· Birth Certificate/Insurance Card
A copy of each participant’s birth certificate and a copy of your insurance card is required for league certification.  We must have this on file in order for you to pickup your equipment.

· Medical Form
Every participant must have had a physical within the 12 months prior to August 1, 2009.  It must be signed by your physician’s office and be on file with our club before equipment pickup.  It can be downloaded from our website.

Membership Obligations

Fees

There are three fees associated with being a member:

(1) Registration Fee

This fee is based on the number of participants from a family.  The fees are $50 for the first child, $25 for the second.  Payment is due at the time of registration.  This fee is non-refundable.

(2) Membership Fee

Membership fee is $150 per child.  Payment is due by June 30th.  Balances that are not paid in full by June 30th will be assessed a $50 late fee.  This fee is also non-refundable after being put on a roster.

Optional fundraising may be used to earn this fee.  Fundraising information will be available at registration.

Please Note:

· The fees are nonrefundable if you are put on a roster.  This is because our club budgets and makes equipment purchases prior to the start of the season.  The equipment needed is based on our rosters in March and not in August.  CONSIDER THIS BEFORE REGISTERING.

Commitment

· Player/Cheerleader

While important family obligations and schoolwork always come first, both players and cheerleaders are expected to attend all practices and games.  All prior commitments should be taken into consideration before registering.  The policy for attendance and participation in games or competitions will be made available before the start of practice.

· Adult

Each family is required to volunteer time in service to the club. You can expect to volunteer about 4 hours of time for each participant.

Practice Schedule

· The first day of practice is Monday, August 2ND.

· All football practices will be held at Casey Park on Knickerbocker Road in Ontario.

· Cheerleader practice will be Casey Park from the start of practice until the first full week of school.  After that they will be held at the Middle School.  

· For August, there will be practices, Monday –Thursday, starting at 6pm and ending by 8:30pm for both football and cheerleading.
· For September and October, cheerleaders practice Tuesday – Thursday and football players practice Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday. Practice times are TBD.  
Game & Competition Schedule

· A scrimmage is held on the Saturday after the third week of practice.  More information will be made available in August.  The scrimmage is for football only.

· Games are scheduled every Sunday from the end of August through October.  The schedule is not available yet but the game times for each team are noted to the right.

· The Football championship game will be held in November.

· The Cheerleading competition will be held at the RIT Field House in October.
